for monitoring, handling, disinfecting, testing and
research for bats of Missouri as we hope to
minimize exposure, transmission and transport of
WNS. Itis sad to report that at least two coumiie
our state and one county in Oklahoma now have
bats that tested positive for the presence of the
fungusGeomyces destructatizat is associated
with WNS.

Upcoming events that we hope to see you at include
the summer professional workshop on Wetland
ecology and management at Columbia July 30, and
the MONAC meeting at Tan-Tar-A Oct 26-29,
2010. Around the Southwest Missouri Region we
will continue working with the MSU student

chapter on many projects that include turkey
trapping, songbird surveys, dove trapping and
banding, quail surveys, and habitat projects.
Congratulations to Leslie Brinkman, the president
of the student chapter at Truman State University a
Kirksville for starting a brand new chapter at thei
school.

Jeff Esely, Private
Land Conservationist for the Missouri Department
of Conservation, nominated Mr. Owen for this well-
deserved recognition.
